· Schools applying under category 1 must be able to demonstrate how the current financial pressures are likely to be alleviated in the medium term and/or their strategies for mitigating financial pressure over and beyond the IB Grant.

· Schools applying under category 2 must be able to demonstrate anticipated broader access to IB programme(s), long-term financial viability and demonstrate how the IB programme will potentially make a significant impact on the school community as a whole.

· If a school or district is awarded a Grant, it will take the form of a credit to the school’s IB account to enable a rebate in annual fees or payment of workshop expenses
· Schools that have fees or invoices in arrears to the IB must have a plan in place to meet those obligations (other than applying to the IB Grant)
· Applications that do not comply with the prescribed guidelines or that are late or incomplete will not be considered. 

· Schools are generally notified 4-6 weeks after the closing date for IB Grant applications, whether their application has been successful
· The decision of the IB Grant Commitee regarding whether to fully fund, partially fund, or not fund a proposal is final and there will be no opportunity for appeal. Schools may however reapply.
· Recipients of an IB Grant will be required to report on the expenditure of the funds as specified in their application within 12 months of the award of the Grant.
· No proposal will be funded if it involves schools, which have not reported on a prior award.
